Red Bake Sale: Coordinate a bake sale featuring red treats such as red velvet cupcakes,
strawberry shortcakes, cherry pies, and more. Proceeds from the sale can go towards your
cause.

Red Challenge Fundraiser: Create a challenge where participants dye their hair red or
temporarily spray their hair with red colour. Participants can ask friends and family to sponsor
their participation, with the funds going to your cause.

Red Sports Tournament: Host a sports tournament, such as a red-themed soccer, basketball, or
dodgeball tournament. Players could be required to wear red uniforms or accessories.

Red Dance-a-Thon: Host a dance-a-thon where participants dance for a certain period while
wearing red clothing. Participants can collect pledges from friends and family for their dance
efforts.

Red Charity Auction: Hold an auction featuring items and experiences that are red-themed or
have a connection to the colour red.

Red Donation Jars: Place red-coloured donation jars at the checkout counters of participating
businesses. Customers can contribute spare change or small donations, and the cumulative
amount can be donated to the cause.

Red Dress-Up Day: Encourage employees to dress in red for a designated "Red Dress-Up Day:"'
Businesses can then make a collective donation based on the number of employees who
participate.

Red-Themed Raffle: Create a raffle with red-themed prizes donated by local businesses.
Participants purchase tickets, and the proceeds from the raffle go to the cause.

Red-Themed Karaoke Night: Organise a karaoke night where participants sing songs with
"red" in the title or theme. Attendees can make a donation to sing or simply attend and enjoy
the performances.
